Musings by Meg

t was such a pleasure to join eight
other Beaconites for a tour of the

Purpose Independent Secondary
School on Friday, February 23. This
is Beacon’s Sharing the Plate recipient
for May 2023 - April 2024, focusing
on funding for their lunch program.
Merrilyn Cook, their school principal,
gave a Sunday service presentation
last September—some of you will
remember that.

The school is housed in the old
Army and Navy Store on Columbia
Street in New Westminster. They use
most of the main floor and the next
level down for their school. What is
so impressive about the school is how
it is tailored to support the needs
of young people who, for various
reasons, can't succeed in the tradi-
tional school system. For some, it is
due to mental health challenges, such
as depression and anxiety. For others,
it is special needs, including things
like being on the autism spectrum.
Having smaller classes and additional
staff gives the students better support
for achieving their goals. Their lunch

program offers delicious nourishing
options (provided at cost of food and
staff time from the Columbia Street
Sandwich Company just down the
street). It’s so tasty they have students
lining up and they’ve received no
complaints (and for teenagers, that’s
saying something!).

Besides seeing the physical spaces
and hearing about the school courses,
we also heard about their extra-cur-
ricular programs, such as:

o A film club where they create their
own short films. They have an event
where they show their final work, so
we hope to join them for that!

An active music program that also
gives concerts during the year. An
idea came up to invite them to come
share some of their music at a Bea-
con Sunday service.

An after-school group that is learn-
ing more about mechanics, includ-
ing robotics and how to take apart
and reassemble a motorcycle.
Growing a community garden.
How to hatch and grow salmon
eggs, then re-introduce them into
the waterways.

In the photos, you'll see their film
classroom and one of their inspir-
ing posters: Be somebody that makes
everybody feel like a somebody. In the
other photo, their principal, Merrilyn,
is showing us their school conduct
agreements. We could easily endorse
these here at Beacon:

How our sup-
porting them through Sharing the
Plate is such a good match because
of our shared values and our belief
in supporting diverse ways of being
humans. We got to share our apprecia-
tion for the important work they are
doing—they are helping young people
who are our future!

The archives
contain poems by
Reverend Ev Morris
and Francie LouAnn,
as well as stories about
Denis Probst, Ivy Hub-
bard, Jean Donaldson
and many other treasured Beaconites
including Sandy Burpee, who in 2021
received the prestigious honour of

“Freedom of the
City; in hon-
our of his many
superb contribu-
tions do the City
of Coquitlam.
Especially intrigu-
ing, there are two
sermons in the archives written by
Phillip Hewitt and Anne McLeod.
Jane’s work has provided an
amazing opportunity to look back at
Beacon and the many members who
shaped our past. However we need
someone to pick up the torch and
continue recording the events and
stories that bind us together. You don't
need a fancy camera or a powerful
computer to take on the job (although
a roomy hard drive could be an asset).

Esme is born into a world of
words. Motherless and irrepressibly
curious, she spends her childhood in
the Scriptorium, an Oxford garden
shed in which her father and a team of
dedicated lexicographers are collect-
ing words for the very first Oxford English Dictionary.
Young Esme’s place is beneath the sorting table, unseen
and unheard. One day a slip of paper containing the
word bondmaid flutters beneath the table. She rescues
the slip and, learning that the word means “slave girl,”
begins to collect other words that have been discarded
or neglected by the dictionary men.

Set during the height of the women’s suffrage move-
ment and with the Great War looming, The Dictionary
of Lost Words reveals a lost narrative, hidden between
the lines of a history written by men. Inspired by actual
events, author Pip Williams has delved into the archives
of the Oxford English Dictionary to tell this highly
original story. The Dictionary of Lost Words is a delight-
ful, lyrical, and deeply thought-provoking celebration
of words and the power of language to shape the world.

Many generations ago, Charles Dickens wrote David
Copperfield from his experience as a survivor of institu-
tional poverty and its damages to children in his society.
Those problems have yet to be solved in ours. Dickens is
not a prerequisite for readers of this novel, but he provided
its inspiration. In transposing a Victorian epic novel to the
contemporary American South, Barbara Kingsolver enlists
Dickens’ anger and compassion, and above all, his faith in
the transformative powers of a good story. Demon Cop-
perhead speaks for a new generation of lost boys, and all
those born into beautiful, cursed places they can’t imagine
leaving behind.
